Current Fees
At SAST, we are committed to making
theological education accessible and
affordable. We have not increased our fees, so
students who register now will benefit from
the previous fee structure. For those seeking
financial assistance, bursaries are available for
individuals from the IAG enrolling through a
DSOM or SAST Campus. Flexible Payment
plans may also be available to support your
studies.

Program Costs
SAST Campus Residential Students: There
is a once-off registration fee of R350. The
program cost is R44 550 per year
(excluding bursary). For students who
receive a bursary, the program cost is
reduced to R11137,50 per year, which
includes all materials, meals, and
accommodation.

SAST DSOM Students: The registration fee
is R350 (once-off). The cost is R1,060 per
subject. Successful students will qualify

for a 50% reduction per subject.
SAST Day Students (Non-residential or
commuting): The registration fee is R350
(once-off). The cost is R1,060 per subject.
Succesful students will qualify for a 50%
reduction per subject.

Distance Learning Students: A once-off
registration fee of R350 applies. The cost is
R1,060 per subject. Distance learning
student do not qualify for a bursary.
